
School Uniform Checklist  

 

 

Blazer   Navy blue school blazer with embroidered school badge and the house colour pin badge. No other jackets may be worn. 

 

Blouses   ‘Tootal’ red and white pin-stripe 

 

Skirts   Plain navy blue (box-pleat or kilt) 

 

Trousers   Plain navy blue tailored trousers, with front slant pockets. If worn, belt must be navy blue or black. 

 

V-neck pullovers/  School v-neck jumper or cardigan (with red & white insert) Sweatshirts are not allowed.

Summer Dress The summer dress may be worn after Easter in the Summer Term until  

  1st October in the following Autumn Term, with the optional school purse belt. No other type of belt is to be worn with this dress. 

    

Socks   Plain navy blue or black 

 

Tights   Plain black, navy or sheer skin tone 

 

Shoes   Plain black (low-heeled) No canvas shoes or boots.  

  Trainers may only be worn for PE 

 

Overcoat  Navy blue school coat or plain black or navy coat may be worn over blazer 

 

Scarf  School scarf or plain black or navy scarf may be worn as a neck scarf. 

 

Hijab   Plain navy headscarf, pinned with plain black pin, not covering blazer lapels and badges. 

 

Hat  Plain black or navy woolly/fleece hat may be worn. No hair ornaments are to be worn; hairbands must be plain navy or black, 

    

 

P.E. Equipment  Red Aertex shirt, navy blue shorts.  

  White or black gym shoes or trainers, which are only to be worn for PE.  

  Plain navy blue, black, or white socks.  

  P.E. Bag. (drawstring bag or small sports bag but not a rucksack).  

  School track-suit (optional) 

 

Equipment  The school bag (rucksack or messenger with badge) is to be used at all times, including on school visits - no other bag is allowed.   

Needed  This bag is to carry books and equipment. A pen, an eraser, a pencil and a ruler, geometry instruments (eg protractor and compass),   

  colouring items (e.g felt tip pens), a glue stick and a pencil case to store these items.  

  A scientific calculator (this may be purchased from school). A reading book. 

 

Jewellery  A small pair of earring studs (to be worn one in each ear lobe), a discreet chain and cross and a small watch are allowed.  

  No other jewellery, piercings or smart watches are acceptable.  

 

Make-Up  No make-up is allowed. This includes nail varnish, false nails or eyelashes and unnatural hair colouring.
